DIRECTIONS TO CAMP

Pike.  Remain on Rt. 30 through Hampstead, Manchester and 

Melrose.  Pass Bachman’s Valley Road (496) intersection.  
Turn left onto Deep Run Road.  Look for the yellow arrows 
on the left. The camp sign is after that on the left.  Take this 

road through the woods into camp.
